Check your home for standing water and mosquitoes

Clogged gutters will
accumulate water and
create a place for
mosquitoes to breed.

Uncovered refuse &=
containers and junk
piles collect water in
which mosquitoes can
breed.

Clean up leaf litter, but do not rake
leaves and other yard waste info
gutters or storm drains. Doing so
may prevent water from flowing
and may create ponds that give
mosquitoes a place to lay eggs and
develop
